	READ THE INSTRUCTIONS IN THIS BOX CAREFULLY – AND SAVE FOR REFERENCE!

· This form needs to be completed by all students who would like me to write a letter of recommendation for their college applications. Remember that the UC’s and CSU’s do not accept letters of recommendation, and out-of-state public universities may or may not want or accept them. Most private schools do require a counselor recommendation.

· I need the information on the following pages so that I will be able to write you a complete and accurate recommendation letter.    Please write legibly if filling it out by hand.  Remember that with complete and detailed information from you, I will be able to write you a comprehensive recommendation.  Anecdotal information that provides specific examples is appreciated.  You can type directly into the online form and submit it to me by paper or by email.

· I need to receive this form at least 20 working days (1 month) prior to the due date to complete a recommendation.

· For any school that uses the Common Application, I will complete the ONLINE form (www.commonapp.org) When you have filled out your demographic information AND your senior year schedule, you will go to “Invite Official” under the “School Forms” section to request my recommendation. When you invite me, you must check the “yes” box which waives your right to access the information – so that colleges can trust that they have a thorough and honest recommendation. If you have questions, send me an email or stop by the Counseling Office to see me outside of class time.

· Schools which do not use the Common Application, such as many non-California public universities, likely have their own online application – check EARLY on each college/university website to find out the required application process. 

· If you have any paper applications which require a counselor recommendation, you will need to provide a standard-size, stamped (61 cents) envelope addressed to each college admissions office.  If you use larger envelopes, you must ensure correct postage.  We will provide the school return address.

· Also, include the official recommendation form if the college requires one.  This will likely be called the

Secondary School or Counselor Report form.  Make sure you have filled in your entire portion and signed in the appropriate places.
TRANSCRIPTS:  It is your responsibility to order transcripts from the Redwood Records Secretary in Room 103. 
· Paper transcripts or Non-Common Application Online: Three copies are free; additional ones are $3 each. 
· Fee for Common Application Online:  $10 (covers all initial School Reports and Midyear Reports)

UC’s only want a transcript if they specifically ask for one after your application has been submitted.

CSU’s – vary by campus - check with each campus to which you plan to apply.
· It is very important to request letters of recommendation from your counselor and teachers with adequate time for us to complete them before the deadline (minimum of one month).  It is your responsibility to check all deadlines and submit forms on time.

· All SAT/ACT test scores must be sent directly from the testing company to your college choices. You must request these at www.collegeboard.com and/or www.actstudent.org.
