Students will work with faculty and guest artistsmh the community as mentors
and create original art works, performance art oltimedia projects. This course
will be available to students from Drama, Musicg éine Visual Arts dependent
upon site interest and staff availability.

* Demonstrate through performance an in depth istdeding of a specific field
of theatrical endeavor. The focus is understodaktdepth in one field as
opposed to a survey type course.

* Students will demonstrate correct theatricalje#tte during rehearsal and
performance.

Students may be contlyrezmolled in other arts courses
during the school day.
