sensory and emotional awareness rhythm and movement and acting theory Students in

Drama 2 will participate in a rehearsal process which culminates in a public performance
Vocabulary introduced in Drama 1 is expanded upon in Drama 2 increasing the literacy
of each student in theatrical and creative work
