Educational Computer Use and Internet Privileges

Terms and Conditions (for Educational Computer Use and Internet Privileges)

Acceptable Use

The use of your school computers must be in supga@tucation and research and consistent witledlveational
objectives of your district. Use of another orgatiian’s network or computing resources must comyiti the rules
appropriate for that network.

Unacceptable Use

Transmission of material in violation of any USstaite regulation is prohibited. This includes, isutot limited to,
copyrighted material, illegal, threatening, hanagsiiolent or obscene material, and matter pretkbly trade secret.
Altering or removing computer files not belongimgthe user, installing unlicensed software, cregliinks to inappropriate
materials, disconnecting equipment, and vandalisang kind are also prohibited. Use for commeraigtivities is not
acceptable. Use for product advertisement or palitbbbying is also prohibited. Any transmissiarr@ception of
pornographic material is expressly prohibited aftiresult in the cancellation of your computeryileges.

Privileges and Consequences

The use of school computers and the use of thenettare privileges, and unacceptable use willlt@sthe cancellation

of those privileges. The system administrator neaypke privileges at any time as required. The athtnation, faculty,

and staff of any district school may request thatsystem administrator deny, revoke, or suspeecifepuser privileges
and that appropriate school disciplinary actioridien. Depending on the severity of the violatimnbe determined by the
system administrator and/or administration), corapptivileges may be revoked for an extended pesfdine. A student
who has his/her computer privileges revoked isatlotved to useany computer at her/his school site.

¢ You are not to move or disconnect any computeresipperal device or piece/part of any equipmennt&ct a
supervisor or teacher concerning problems withafrijie equipment.

e You should not send anything to a printer unlessafosolutely need a hard copy of the informatianndt print Web
sites without knowing exactly how many pages wdlgrinted; do not print multiple copies of any do@nt without
specific permission.

¢ Do not read other users' electronic mail or fites, attempt to delete, copy, modify, or forge oghéifes or e-mail.

¢ Do not interfere with others’ ability to send oceéve e-mail.

¢ Do not disseminate personal identification inforimatbout yourself or others, including personalrads, social
security number, and phone number.

¢ Do not use the network in such a way that you waligdupt the use of the network by other users.

¢ Do not use the system to encourage the use of daiggsol, tobacco, or any illegal/inappropriaté\aies.

Security

Security on any computer system is a high priogspecially when the system involves many usegmufcan identify a
security problem on the network, notify your teaghiee system administrator, or the principal. Yava not permitted to
use another individual's account, and you shouldtenallow anyone else to access your accountt #ngtime, you feel
that your password may have been compromisedhsegystem administrator immediately to have yosspard
changed. You are responsible for all activity thaturs with your account. Attempts to login to tietwork as a system
administrator or gain unauthorized access will ltaaithe cancellation of your computer privileges.

Vandalism

Vandalism will result in the cancellation of yowrraputer privileges. Vandalism is defined as anyicimls attempt to
alter, harm, or destroy data of another user, coenpuaccessories, the Internet, or any of the@ahsted agencies or other
networks that are connected to the Internet. Ttdkides, but is not limited to, the uploading, dévading, or creation of
computer viruses.

Restitution and Consequences of Contract Violation
